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The hottest rail jam competition of the season will make its Denver debut at the 16th Annual Colorado
Ski & Snowboard Expo on November 9-11, 2007. This massive event in the Colorado Convention
Center in downtown Denver is renowned for hosting the single largest ski and snowboard sale in the
single biggest temporary ski shop in Colorado—more than 20,000 square feet of inventory for men,
women, adults, kids, skiers, and riders in the latest styles and with deep discounts. More than 30,000
people are expected to attend this year to take advantage of the deals on skis, boards, boots, poles,
jackets, clothing, and accessories. All of Colorado’s 26 renowned resorts will be there with information
about what’s new and improved at their resorts with lots of souvenirs and giveaways. The event also
offers serious procrastinators one last chance to getting early season prices on lift tickets and season
passes. Resorts from Utah, Wyoming, Idaho, western Canada, Chile, and France will also be on site
with information about their resorts as well as packages for adventure seekers looking beyond Colorado’s
famous peaks and powder.

Beyond the shopping opportunities, the entertainment and action will be non-stop with dozens of
attractions and exhibits including a rail jam competition, aerial shows, kid’s activities, hilarious audience
competitions, and celebrity appearances. New this year is the Honda DNA-Evolution Rocky Mountain
SnowDown where members of the CU and CSU ski and snowboard teams will give spectators plenty
of visual thrills as they scream down this complex set of three different rails designed by the DNA crew.
The Evolution Tour has been wowing crowds at competitions all over the West this summer with the
talent, finesse, and daring of the athletes. With a traveling trophy and bragging rights at stake between
these two intense rivals, wannabe rail riders can expect plenty of rail jam dazzle. Training will be
ongoing all day Friday and Saturday with the competition on Sunday.

Special guest appearances by the world famous freeskiers Kim Reichhelm and Brad Holmes
will be an extra treat for fans during the weekend. Big mountain ski stars Chris Anthony and Chris
Davenport (who just finished climbing and skiing all the “14ers” in Colorado this year within a one year
period) will also be making appearances during the weekend to sign autographs, meet fans, and talk
about the upcoming Warren Miller film “Playground.”

For sheer oooohs and aaaaahs, the Flying Aces Aerial Spectacular returns again this year with a
stellar assembly of Olympic, national, and international trampoline athletes flying up to 25 feet while
performing single, double, and even triple twisting somersaults at neck-craning heights – with skis and
snowboards!

Parents planning to give their youngsters a climate-controlled introduction to winter sports can visit
the Breckenridge Kid’s Center, a gentle, kid-friendly learn-to-ski slope with age appropriate equipment
and instruction from Breckenridge’s children’s ski school instructors. Interactive competitions and a
live emcee make it a fun and light-hearted learning experience for kids up to age 13.

Zany entertainment and unpredictable antics have become the hallmarks of the Grand Central
Entertainment Center featuring the ever-popular and amped-up energy of emcee Uncle “E.” This center
stage includes outrageous contests and performances that are designed by hyper imaginative ski area
employees from various resorts. Expect wild antics such as sumo wrestling and wacky tricycle races.

Although some shoppers will rest between purchases and visiting the booths of various exhibitors, the
uber energetic will gravitate to the Interactive Play Area where a climbing wall attracts kids, teens,
and even adults to see how fast they can scramble up the tricky mountain surface.

For skiers and riders who just can’t wait to get to the slopes, the Adrenalin Jam provides a temporary
fix with its interactive games that showcase the most current ski and snowboard games with new
generation platforms on more than a dozen big screens. It won’t be cold at the Expo but these games
are as a close as you can get to an on-slope experience without actually strapping on skis or a board.

Even Bronco fans can get a football fix with special appearances and autograph-signing sessions with
some of the Broncos all-time greatest players. Rich Karlis, Steve Foley, and Karl Mecklenberg will
be on hand at selected times throughout the weekend to meet with loyal fans.

Some of the top freeskiers in North America will be
making special guest appearances during the Ski Expo.
Dalballo Elan is sponsoring both Brad Holmes and Kim
Reichhelm.  Holmes was the youngest person to ever
make the US Freestyle Team at
age 15.  He has 78 career
wins in moguls including

a Junior World
Championship and
was ranked 23rd by
SKI Magazine on
their list of the
“Most influential
skiers of all time.”

Reichhelm is one of
the most
accomplished skiers
in the world.  She

was a member of the U.S.
Ski Team for 16 years but she’s most
renowned for being a two-time World Extreme Skiing
Champion and the only extreme skier ever to win the North
American, South American and World Extreme Skiing titles in one
season.

The Flying Ace All-Stars will be showcasing an impressive display of
past and future Olympic talent including Ryan St. Onge, a Winter Park
and Steamboat Springs native who is a favorite to capture a medal at
the 2010 Olympic Games in freestyle aerials.  Not to outdone by the
skiing contingent of athletes at the show, Ryan Weston, eight-time
national trampoline champion is also part of the high-flying exhibition.
He’s also considered a top contender for gold at the Olympics—the

summer Olympics that is, in Beijing, China in 2008.
